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The Western NC Annual Conference will
remain at Lake Junaluska in 2011. WNC
Annual Conference delegates voted over-
whelmingly to remain at Lake Junaluska for
next year’'s meeting. Voting 1,007 to 526,
delegates rejected the Annual Conference
Meeting Task Force recommendation to move
the 2011 conference to the Joseph S. Koury
Convention Center in Greensboro. The vote
brought to a close two years of study by the
task force charged to address the needs and
concerns of the annual meeting.

In other business, the conference adopted
the 2011 Budget with a bottom line of
$2,499,869. The original budget proposal was
amended with the following changes:

* Move $73,183 from the District Superinten-
dents’ Fund to the Vision and Goals fund by
reducing salary to $93,300.

* Fund from within the Vision and Goals Fund
arevised $2,573,183 budget, $120,333

for The Children’s Home and $89,095 each to
Pfeiffer University and Greensboro College.
The amount to Pfeiffer University and Greens-
boro College would be decreased 25 percent
annually over the next four years to ease the
burden on their budgets during the phasing
out of conference dollars.
